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Summary of findings

Overall summary

Astley Grange is a residential care home providing nursing and personal care for up to 40 older people over 
three floors. The designated scheme will be located on the ground floor accommodating up to 11 people. At 
the time of inspection 21 people were living at the service, there were no people using the designated 
setting. 

We found the following examples of good practice.

The service had implemented robust infection prevention and control (IPC) policies and procedures. IPC 
practice was in line with government guidance to reduce the risk of infections spreading.

The service was clean, tidy and well maintained. Enhanced cleaning schedules were in place which were 
regularly monitored.

The service was able to support effective zoning of people and cohorting of staff. There was a separate 
entrance for the designated setting. This reduced the risk of infection spreading within the rest of the service.

We were assured that this service met good infection prevention and control guidelines as a designated care
setting.
