Hazel Bank Care Home provides personal and nursing care for up to 39 people, some of whom may be living
with dementia. At the time of our inspection there were 25 people using the service.

We found the following examples of good practice.
The designated area is a separate self-contained unit within the home. It was clean and well ventilated.
All the bedrooms within the designated area are single rooms with ensuite facilities.

PPE stations were located throughout the designated area and signage was available to ensure staff knew
how to apply and remove their PPE safely.

The home is currently closed to non-essential visitors due to national lockdown restrictions. People are
supported to keep in touch with family and friends through regular telephone and video calls.
