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Summary of findings

Overall summary

Bellstone Residential Care Limited is a residential care home providing personal care to 16 older people at
the time of the inspection, some of these people were living with dementia. The service can support up to 22
people in one adapted building.

We found the following examples of good practice.

The service was clean and hygienic. Cleaning schedules and checks by the registered manager ensured the
schedules were followed and risks were reduced.

There was personal protective equipment (PPE) available, and we observed staff were wearing PPE
appropriately. Staff had received training in infection control and the COVID-19 pandemic.

Testing for people using the service and staff, was in line with government guidance. The registered
manager understood their responsibilities if any test results were positive for COVID-19. This ensured action

could be taken promptly to reduce the risk of exposure of the virus.

Risk assessments and procedures were in place to guide staff how the risks relating to infection control were
reduced.

There were systems to reduce the risks of exposure to COVID-19 from individuals entering and leaving the
service.

Background to this inspection

We carried out this inspection under Section 60 of the Health and Social Care Act 2008 as part of our
regulatory functions. This inspection was planned to check whether the provider is meeting the legal
requirements and regulations associated with the Health and Social Care Act 2008.

As part of CQC's response to the coronavirus pandemic we are looking at the preparedness of care homes in
relation to infection prevention and control. This was a targeted inspection looking at the infection control

and prevention measures the provider has in place.
