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Summary of findings

Overall summary

Westholme Care Home is a care home providing nursing and residential care to up to 74 older people, 
younger people and people living with dementia. 

We found the following examples of good practice.
Training had been provided for all staff from the training department in addition to the regular infection 
prevention and control training. This took place when the pandemic was underway to ensure staff were 
skilled and knowledgeable in infection prevention and control.

Spot checks ensured that the management team were aware of staff practice and could highlight any 
concerns. This had highlighted good practice within the staff team.  

The provider had a dedicated service manager who was responsible for interpreting and disseminating the 
latest research and government and Public Health England guidance. They also supported services with 
training and responding to queries.

We found a number of areas required repair so they could be effectively cleaned to minimise the risk of 
infection. The provider was extremely responsive to us and all maintenance, upgrades and deep cleans were
completed in a timely way.

We were assured that this service met good infection prevention and control guidelines as a designated care
setting.

Detailed findings

Background to this inspection
We carried out this inspection under Section 60 of the Health and Social Care Act 2008 as part of our 
regulatory functions. This inspection was planned to check whether the provider is meeting the legal 
requirements and regulations associated with the Health and Social Care Act 2008. 

The service had been identified for use by the Local Authority as a designated care setting in response to the 
Winter Plan for people discharged from hospital with a positive Covid-19 status. This inspection was to 
ensure that the service was compliant with infection control and prevention measures.

This inspection took place on 16 November 2020 and was announced. We completed a remote follow up to 
the inspection by video call on 30 November 2020 to check that all agreed changes had been made.
