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Summary of findings

Overall summary

Evergreen Court is a care home registered to provide accommodation and personal care for up to 17 older
people in one single storey building. At the time of the inspection 14 people were using the service, some of
whom were living with a dementia type illness.

We found the following examples of good practice.

Systems were in place to prevent people, staff and visitors from catching and spreading infections.

The service was clean and free from clutter. The provider employed domestic assistants who maintained a
hygienic environment for people.

The provider had a plentiful supply of PPE. PPE stations were located throughout the home and disinfectant
hand gel was readily available for staff.

The provider had robust screening procedures in place for visitors. Visitors were required to have a negative
COVID-19 test and were required to wear PPE.

The provider had an up to date infection control policy in place and carried out appropriate environmental
audits. The provider ensured staff were kept up to date with government guidance.

People and staff took part in a regular COVID-19 testing programme.

Background to this inspection

We carried out this inspection under Section 60 of the Health and Social Care Act 2008 as part of our
regulatory functions. This inspection was planned to check whether the provider is meeting the legal
requirements and regulations associated with the Health and Social Care Act 2008.

As part of CQC's response to care homes with outbreaks of COVID-19, we are conducting reviews to ensure
that the Infection Prevention and Control (IPC) practice is safe and that services are compliant with IPC
measures. This was a targeted inspection looking at the IPC practices the provider has in place. We also
asked the provider about any staffing pressures the service was experiencing and whether this was having
an impact on the service.
